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Emergency Communications

In 1905, the U.S. Congress granted a charter to the
American Red Cross that

Steps to follow in case of a family emergency:

1. Contact your nearest Red Cross Station. For fami-

2. A Red Cross caseworker will collect information
concerning the emergency, start an Emergency
Communication Message and provide the initiator
with a tracking number.

3. When the emergency has been verified, the Red
Cross will contact your command or supervisor.
The verified information will be relayed to you
through your chain of command who will determine
if leave is granted.
